Her research has born this out. By "slow, .. the Duke 
meant more space between words. Don't drawl. To this, 
another researcher adds Lee lacocca's advice on "The 
Power Speaking Style," 

.. Don't complain. 
Don't explain.'' 

On the tape Fleming teaches you how to change the 
style and timber of your voice and outlines a practice 
session. I have tried this advice and it works, rather quick­
lv. It takes conscious effort at first but the positive 
;esponses from other people more than repay it.
